This Maymester course is taught in Alicante, Spain. This coastal city is the capital city of the beautiful Costa
Blanca, located on the eastern coast of Spain. Few other cities can boast such exciting and famous festivals,
beautiful miles of sunny beaches, quaint old- world Spanish boroughs, and a richness of early architecture. As a
native of Spain, | cannot imagine a better and more exciting place to host this intermediate conversational
Spanish course.

The objective of this course is to increase your level of oral proficiency in Spanish through the study of cultural,
political, and historical events in an immersion environment, through living, speaking and studying solely in
Spanish for four weeks. Students will be actively engaged in communicative activities designed and structured
to maximize their use of the target language. These hands-on projects include research, analysis, discussion,
argumentation, and presentation of historic, social and political events that impact Spain in the 21st century.
